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Abstract

The purposes of this research were mainly 1) to develop and seek out the
appropriateness of training curriculum focused on organza value-added products 2) to
implement training curriculum 3) to examine the satisfaction of students. The design of
this research was a one short case study. Mathayomsuksa 2 and 3 students in
Handicraft Club at Maesariang Boripatsuksa School, Maehongsorn Province were the
sample of the study. Mean, percentage and standard deviation were employed to
analyze the data.

The findings of this research were as follows: The curriculum was
consisted of rational, vision, mission purposes, curriculum structure, content map,
activities, material and resources, measurement and evaluation.

The appropriateness was the highest level at 4.52. The supplementary
documents was consisted of 5 lesson plans. The appropriateness was highest level at
4.60. After curriculum implementation, the achievement scores of students on working
skill, products, presentation skill, team working were higher than the criteria 75%. The
statistic significant level was at .05. The students’ satisfaction of the curriculum was the

highest level at 4.68.
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
