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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the research were 1) to develop a supplementary
reading entitled, Pa Mai Ton Num Heang Chi Wit for Prathomsuksa 5 students,
stand of learning social studies, religion, and culture to meet the set efficiency
criteria 80/80 2) to compare the students’ learning achievement before and after
using the supplementary reading 3) and to study the students’ attitude towards
the supplementary reading. The sample, selected though the purposive random
sampling method ; consisted of 22 Prathomsuksa 5 students’ Samakkhipracharat
school, in the second semester of the 2009 academic year. The research were
1) the supplementary reading entitled, Pa Mai Ton Num Heang Chi Wit for
Prathomsuksa 5 2) achievement tests 3) and scales on the students’ attitude
towards the supplementary reading.

The Researchers found that 1) The efficiency of supplementary reading entitled, Pa
Mai Ton Num Heang Chi Wit was 86.60/86.33 that regard to standard criterion
80/80 2) Discipline achievement of Prathomsuksa 5 students that studied at .01
level. 3) The student’s level of satisfaction towards the supplementary reading

entitted. The content area of religion, for Prathomsuksa 5 was at a high level.
