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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to study the instructional leadership of the school

administrators, and to identify causal relationship of the instructional leadership that

affected the achievement of learners in the schools under the jurisdiction of the office of

Phitsanulok educational service area 3. The achievement war focused on, Thais,

Mathematics, Sciences and English. The population were 164 academia-affairs teachers

of Key Stages and 2. in the school, evaluated by Primary 6 National Test from Ministry of

Education, in 2007. A rating scales survey questionnaire was used to collect data.

The data were analyzed by frequencies, percentages, arithmetic means, variance of

population and Pearson’s Product Moment correlation coefficient.



The findings.

1. In general, and in all separate aspects, the instructional leadership of school
administrators were at high level. The highest average scores were on the administrators’
knowledge about instruction, followed by their promotion of child-centered instruction.
The least average scores were n their promotion of innovation usage among teachers.

2. The instructional leadership of the school administrators was not related or not

affecting learning achievement of their students.
