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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the state of the Academic
Administration at the Highest Achievement Schools in Phitsanulok Educational Service
Area Office 1 regarding follows by the opinion of teachers, students and guardians. The
sample groups consisted of 203 teachers, 367 students and 367 guardians by simple
random sampling. The instruments of this research were questionnaires which the
validity coefficient was 0.97, 0.91 and 0.97 by respectively. The collected data was
analyzed by means of SPSS/PC+ Program for frequency, percentage, arithmetic mean
and standard deviation.

The results were:

1. The state of the Academic Administration at the Highest Achievement Schools
in Phitsanulok Educational Service Area Office 1 according to the opinion of teachers
was at a high level. The first three aspects were at the highest level were the evaluation
and transfer achievement, the development of learning progress, and the development
of education technology.

The first three aspects were at the highest level were the carrying out of
the research studies for the improvement of educational quality, the strength of
community academic support. The item which showed the lowest was the development

and support of the educational place.
