Step 1 : Create and define the efficiency of curriculum and documents according to 
the curriculum of Classical Thai Dance Activity Club in the topic of jThophapadaeng Dancel 
for students in beginning Mathayomsuksa by 5 experts, considering   the proportionality and other 
elements of curriculum and documents according to the curriculum. The accessories using in the 
research is proportionality and elements assessment plus documents according to the 
curriculum.

Step 2 :  Experiment the curriculum of Classical Thai Dance Activity Club in the topic of 

jThophapadaeng Dancel with 20 skillful classical Thai dance students which were chosen by 
particularity. The research pattern is jOne group Pretest-Posttest Designl. The researching 
accessories are studying test, jThophapadaeng Dancel assessment, and desirable 
characters of students assessment. The statistics of information analysis are mean, standard 
deviation, and t-test Dependent. 

Step 3 :  Study  satisfactory of the students with studying in Classical Thai Dance 
Activity Club in the topic of jThophapadaeng Dancel. The using sample bloc is 20 students in 
beginning Mathayomsuksa, Classical Thai Dance Activity Club, Tapanhin School, 2 Local 
Department of Education. 
 
Results of Research 

The accessory was desirability assessment of students on studying Classical Thai Dance 
Activity Club in the topic of jThophapadaeng Dancel is in a high level of proportionality, the 
production of curriculumhs document is also in a high level of proportionality. The students have 
better grade results on post-test than on the pre-test at the 0.1 level of significance. Studenths 
skill of Thophapadaeng dancing is excellent, except the gracefulness on dancing that is only in a 
good level. The desirable characters of students are in an excellent level, the best desirable 
character is nationalism ~ love and be proud of Thai civilization and reserve Thai classical 
arts besides promoting them. The second desirable character is working as a team with 
happiness. And the last are bravery of action and self-confidence. The pleasures of student on Classical 
Thai Dance Activity Club in the topic of jThophapadaeng Dancel are at the best level of all.
