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ABSTRACT

in 4" years Umphangwittayakom School in 2" semesters separate by two group of 15
students.

(2) The appropriate assessment of
WBI (3)The Pre-testing and Post-testing (4) The questionnaire of student contentment by
study the lesson on WBI the subject is English for Umphang tourism for the hill tribe
student. The study employs a percentage, Arithmetic means, standard deviation, T-test
independent, T-test independent resultant and finding efficiency of the E1/E2 for data

statistic analysis.



The findings of the study were as follow:

1) Obtain Web Based Instruction (WBI) the subject is English for Umphang
tourism for the hill tribe student has efficiency at 78.73/77.41 it was higher than criteria
set (75/75) and present at http://www.umphangswbi.com 2) Learning achievement of hill
tribe student by study the lesson on WBI higher than before study at statistical
significance at .05 level 3) Learning achievement of Hmong hill tribe student and Karen
hill tribe student not different 4) Hill tribe student contentment of the study lesson on WBI
