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ABSTRACT

This independent study aimed at (1) studying the knowledge management
status of educational institutions in lower northern municipalities and (2) comparing the
knowledge management status as viewed lay school principals and teachers . The
research methodology was a surrey research literature using a questionnaire to collect
from 445 educational institutions’ administrations and teachers. Statistical analysis for
the collected data were percentage, average, standard deviation, t-test and one-way
ANOVA.

The results stated that there were a high knowledge management status
established in educational institutions in lower northern municipalities. Ranking in the
operations were as follow : knowledge construction, knowledge searching, knowledge
application, correction of information, knowledge transferring and diffusion, knowledge
storing, and knowledge analysis and tanking. The knowledge management status
between educational institutions in lower northern municipalities, as viewed by
educational institutions’ administrators and teachers, showed insignificant when
compared by types. Of municipalities so a whole. When considered separately each
operation , the “knowledge making” and the “knowledge transferring and establishment”

showed significantly difference at 0.05.
