ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to 1) construct effective activity packages on
communication English speaking for Prathom Suksa 2 students and determine the
efficiency of these activity packages according to the 75/75 standard criterion.,
2) compare the evaluation of educational achievement of students after the instruction
with that before the instruction, and 3) study students’ satisfaction toward learning by
using the activity packages.

Methodology: The 14 PrathomSuksa 2 students of Ban Thanonngam
mittrapabtee 27 school, Klongkhlung District, Kamphaeng Phet Province on the second
semester of academic year 2010 were selected by purposive sampling. The research
instruments were three of activity packages on communicative English speaking, testing
learning achievement, and satisfaction toward learning by using the activity packages.
The data were analyzed by mean scores, standard deviation and t - test for dependent
samples.

The result showed that 1) The efficiency of the activity packages on
communicative English speaking for PrathomSuksa 2 students was 78.39/76.33
2) The evaluation of Educational Achievement of students after the instruction was higher
than that before the instruction significantly at the .05 level. 3) The students’ satisfaction

toward learning by using the activity packages was highest.
