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ABSTRACT 
 

The purpose of this study was to use English camp to develop listening and 
speaking abilities for Mattayomsuksa 1 students. The specific purposes were  1. To 
construct and identify efficiency of activities of using English camp to develop listening 
and speaking abilities for Mattayomsuksa 1 students and the criteria 75/75.  2. To 
compare their listening and speaking abilities between before and after attending 
English camp.  3. To study satisfaction of the students in Mattayomsuksa 1 towards 
English camp.  

The research procedure comprised 3 steps of research and development 
process. 

1) To construct and identify the activities of using English camp to develop 
listening and speaking abilities for Muttayomsuksa 1 students and the criteria 75/75, the 
activities which use in English camp was taken to 5 experts to examine the 
appropriateness. Then take the activities of using English camp to experiment in 
Mattayomsuksa 1 with 3 students of Nabokum school for examining the content, 
language and time. After that, experiment in Mattayomsuksa 1 with 9 and 30 students of 
Nabokum school to define the efficiency of 75/75. To examine evaluation form for 
appropriation of the activities using of English camp, the data were analyzed by the 
analysis of Mean, Standard Deviation, E1/E2, Index of relevance of test and discrimination.   

2) To compare their listening and speaking abilities between before and after 
attending English camp. The samples were 30 Mattayomsuksa 1 students of 
Nongkongpittayakom school, 2nd Semester academic year 2010 from purposive 



sampling. The research pattern was {One Group Pretest | Posttest Design}. The 
instruments used in study were listening and speaking abilities test. The statistics used 
for analyzing the data were Mean, Standard Deviation and t | test Dependent. 

3) To study satisfaction of the students in Mattayomsuksa 1 towards English 
camp, the samples was 30 students Mattayomsuksa 1, Nongkongpittayakom school, 2nd 
Semester academic year 2010. The instrument used for satisfaction study was analyzed 
by Mean and the standard deviation. 

 
The results of research were as follows :  
 1.  The efficiency of activities of using English camp to develop listening and 
speaking abilities for Mattayomsuksa 1 students was at high level 75.56/77.81 at the 
criteria 75/75. 
 2.  The post-test of listening and speaking of students through the English camp 
were higher than those of their pre-test at the .05 level of significance.
