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ABSTRACT

The purposes this study were 1) to study level of Thai reading ability of
students with hearing impairments at Prathomsuksa 4, before and after using a story
telling with sign language of students and 2) to compare of Thai reading ability of
students with hearing impairments at Prathomsuksa 4 between before and after using a
story telling with sign language. The sample was 6 students with hearing impairments,
Semester 2, 2010 by purposive sampling in Pichit Panyanukul school, Pichit Province,
under the office of Special Education. The study was quasi experimental research using
one group pretest-posttest design. The instruments were a five story telling with sign
language, 10 lesson plan were using 4 hour per week; 5 weeks and 50 items test in Thai
reading. The data were analyzed by mean (X), standard deviation (S.D.) and Wilcoxon
Matched Pairs Signed-Ranks Test.

The study found that;

1) The ability level in Thai reading for students with hearing impairments at

Prathomsuksa 4 before using a story telling were at poor level and after using a story

telling at a high level.



2) The ability in Thai reading for students with hearing impairments after using a

story telling was higher than before using a story telling by significantly at .05 level.
