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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to develop nature learning activities based on the
contemplative concept to promote the characteristics of environmental preservation for
Kindergarten 2 students. The study was divided into 3 steps as follows:

Step 1 was to create nature learning activities based on the contemplative
concept to promote the characteristics of environmental preservation for Kindergarten 2
students and to measure the efficiency of the activities. The researcher created lesson
plans for nature learning activities based on the contemplative concept to promote the
characteristics of environmental preservation for Kindergarten 2 students for Surrounding
Nature Subject under the topics of Beloved Environment, Water, Trees and Pets, and an
evaluation form for the characteristics of environmental preservation for Kindergarten 2
students. The research instruments were checked for their appropriateness and
congruence by 5 experts. The activities were piloted with 30 Kindergarten 2 students at
Banklonglan Community School in affiliation with Kamphaengphet Primary Educational
Service Area Office 2. These students were not those in the study’s sample group.

Step 2 was to try out the nature learning activities based on the contemplative
concept to promote the characteristics of environmental preservation. The researcher
compared the characteristics of environmental preservation before, during and after the
use of the nature learning activities based on the contemplative concept of 27

Kindergarten 2 students, from purposive sampling, at Banmaithongchai School in



affiliation with Kamphaengphet Primary Educational Service Area Office 2. The one
group pretest posttest design was used.

Step 3 was to study the students’ satisfaction towards the nature learning
activities based on the contemplative concept to promote the characteristics of
environmental preservation for 27 Kindergarten 2 students at Banmaithongchai School in
affiliation with Kamphaengphet Primary Educational Service Area Office 2. The evaluation
form was of a 3-point rating scale.

The findings revealed the following:

1. Regarding the creation of the nature learning activities based on the
contemplative concept to promote the characteristics of environmental preservation for
Kindergarten 2 students and the measurement of the activities’ efficiency, there were 4
lesson plans consisting of 4 topics: Beloved Environment, Water, Trees, and Pets. All 4
lesson plans were found to be appropriate at the highest level. The efficiency values of
the nature learning activities based on the contemplative concept to promote the
characteristics of environmental preservation in 3 areas were as follows: Knowledge and
Understanding (96.50 / 99.16), Attitude (98.60 / 99.16), and Environmental Preservation
Action (97.33/99.16). All were higher than the 80 / 80 criteria.

2. Regarding the comparison of the characteristics of environmental
preservation in the areas of Knowledge and Understanding, Attitude, and Environmental
Preservation Action before and after the use of the activities, it was evaluated that the
students’ characteristics of environmental preservation after the use of the activities were
higher than those before the use of the activities at the statistically significant level of .05.

3. Regarding the students’ satisfaction towards the use of nature learning
activities based on the contemplative concept to promote the characteristics of
environmental preservation for Kindergarten 2 students, it was found that the students’
satisfaction in overall was at a high level (iz 2.92). All items in the evaluation form were

ranked at the high level.
