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ABSTRACT

This Independent Study aimed to study the relationship between independent
variables and the public mind of undergraduate students in Faculty of Education in order
to find the best variables affecting the public mind of undergraduate students in Faculty
of Education and to formulate predictive equations for the public mind of undergraduate
students in Faculty of Education in the forms of raw score and standard score. The
sample group, from satisfied random sampling, consisted of undergraduate students in
the regular program in Faculty of Education, Pibulsongkram Rajabhat University of the
Academic Year 2010. The Independent Study instrument was a questionnaire
measuring the public mind of undergraduate students in Faculty of Education. The
statistical device used to analyze the data was Multiple Regression Analysis. The
findings revealed that 1) Future-Oriented Characteristics, Ethical Reasons, Self-Concept,
and Values of Family Members were correlated with the public mind of undergraduate
students in Faculty of Education at the statistically significant level of .05 with the
correlation values of 0.543, 0.394, 0.334 and 0.593 respectively; 2) There were 4 best
predictive variables of the factors affecting the public mind of undergraduate students in
Faculty of Education that were statistically significant at the level of .05: Values of Family
Members (X,), Future-Oriented Characteristics (X,), Values of Thainess (X,), and Self-
Concept (X;). The predictive equations of the raw score and standard score could be

presented respectively as follows:
