ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were 1) to create and evaluate the efficiency of
learning activities by using sketch to stretch strategy to encourage promote English
reading comprehention for Prathomsuksa 6 students by 75/75. 2) to implement learming
activities by using sketch to stretch strategy to encourage in English reading
comprehention for the Prathomsuksa 6 students. The research was done by
methodology method in 2 steps.

Step 1: Creating and evaluating the efficiency of leaming activities by using
sketch to stretch strategy to encourage promote English reading comprehention for
Prathomsuksa 6. The researcher created 4 activities and then took them to 3 experts to
check the appropriate of learning activities' elements. Then evaluate the efficiency with 3
students in Prathomsuksa 6 at Yangyeanratwitthaya School, Kamphaengphet Primary
Education Service Area Office 1 to check the suitable of language and time, then
implement with 9 students at Sirikeawjarean  School, Kamphaengphet Primary
Education Service Area Office 1 and 33 students in Prathomsuksa 6 at
Onwimonratwitthaya School, Kamphaengphet Primary Education Service Area Office 1

to evaluate the efficiency of activities by 75/75. The instruments which used in study



was, learning activities by using sketch to stretch strategy to encourage promote English
reading comprehention for Prathomsuksa 6 students.

Step 2: Implementing the activities with sampling group that were the students
in Prathomsuksa 6 at Nongloukratbamrung School, Kamphaengphet Primary Education
Service Area Office 1, semester 1, academic year 2019 with 19 students from purposive
sampling. The methodology method was One Group Pretest — Posttest Design, The
instrument which used in the research were the promote English reading
comprehention, data analysis by using Mean, Standard Deviation and t-test dependent.

The result of research were as follow;
