ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were 1) to construct and assess the efficiency of the
learning activity through English literature as the criteria of 75/75. 2) to implement and study
the result of leaming activity through English literature by 2.1) to compare the critical reading
ability before and after using leaming activity through English literature. 2.2) to compare the
cultural literacy before and after using learning activity through English literature. 2.3) to study
learning activity through Engiish literature. 3) to study students’ opinion toward learning activity
through English literature. The study by research and development of 3 steps as follows.

Step 1: Constructing and assessing the effectiveness of the leaming activity through
English literature. That certified the learmning activity by five experts then try out with 3 students
of Matthayomsuksa 5 at Muangleeprachasamakkee School under the office of the Secondary
Educational Service Area 37 in the second semester of academic year 2019 the
appropriateness of language, time and educational materia[s. After revised the leaming
activity, it was tried out with 9 students of Matthayomsuksa 5 at Muangleeprachasamakkee
School, to assess the effectiveness with standard criteria of 75/75.

Step 2: Implementing and studying leaming activity through English literature. The
sample group was 19 students of of Matthayomsuksa 5 at Muangleeprachasamakkee School
under the office of the Secondary Educational Service Area 37 in the first semester of
academic year 2020 to simple random sampling. The research design was One Group Pretest
— Posttest Design. The tool applied in the research include 1) The learning activity through



English literature 2) The field note 3) Critical reading ability test 4) Cultural literacy test. Mean
scores, standard deviation and T-test dependent sample were used to analyze the data.
Step 3: Studying students’ opinion toward learning activity through English literature
with the sample group by using questionnaire asking students’ opinion about leaming activity
through English literature and using Content analysis to analyze the data.
The result of the study revealed that:
1. Six steps of learning activity through English literature were 1) Literal understanding
2) Empathy 3) Analogy 4) Reflection 5) Evaluation 6) Recognition. The result indicates leaming
activity had appropriated quality with high level (X =4.48,8D. = 0.58) and effectiveness at
76.05/75.93
2. The implement and study the result of learning activity through English literature
were
2.1 Critical reading ability in the posttest were higher than of the pretest with
statistical level of .05
2.2 Cultural literacy in the posttest were higher than of the pretest with statistical
level of .05
2.3 The result during the study according to leaming activity through English
literature, the students have critical reading ability and cultural literacy by giving the reasons
in drawing inferences and applying the knowledge from reflection to evaluate the story.
3. Students had positive attitude and opinion with learning activity and using English
literature in class.
